LIPPY LADIES MCC
Constitution 
1. 
Name
The name of the club is Lippy Ladies Motorcycle Club ('the Club’).

2. 
Affiliation
The Club shall be affiliated to the British Motorcyclists Federation (BMF) and will abide by the rules of the BMF to benefit from BMF offers and insurance cover.
3. 
Objects
The objects of the Club are:
3.1 To provide a forum for members to engage in their shared interest of motorcycling including, but not limited to, arranging and/or attending Club ride-outs and trips, motorcycling training events, promotions, fund-raising, external bike event and any other Club social activities.
3.2 
To receive and administer any sum of money paid to the Club whether by its members or otherwise for the administration and promotion of the Club.
4. 
Membership
4.1 
Membership of the Club will run from 1st January to 31st December in each year.
4.2 
Application for membership is restricted to females over 17 years of age who reside in the County of Yorkshire or its bordering Counties.
4.3 
Acceptance of applications for membership shall be at the discretion of the Committee.
4.4 
A member shall cease to be a member of the Club if:
4.4.1 written notice is given to the Club Secretary of her resignation as a member at any time; 
4.4.2 membership is cancelled due to the membership fee being 1 month or more in arrears; 
4.4.3 the member is expelled by a decision of the members in general meeting.

4.5
Activities including socials, ride outs and other organized events are open to members and prospective memebrs in accordance with item 5.4 of the Constitution.  Non members will be invites to join family and friends activities where appropriate.

5. 
Membership Fee
5.1 
Members of the Club shall pay a non-refundable annual membership fee in advance for each year of membership at such amount as shall be determined at the Annual General Meeting.
5.2 
Membership Fees are payable upon joining and thereafter on or before the 1st January in each year. A discounted membership fee as determined at the Annual General Meeting will be available to members renewing their annual membership before 30th November.
5.3 
New members joining after 1st July shall pay 50% of the annual membership fee for the remainder of the year.
5.4 
Potential new members may join in with some activities of the Club  without paying a membership fee.  This includes socials, ride outs and free to attend events for a period of two months. This offer is available once only.
6. 
Member Conduct
6.1 
Members must comply with the Constitution and the Code of Conduct.
6.2 
All members’ motorcycles will be legally compliant;
6.3 
Members will observe all laws whilst taking part in club activities;
6.4 
Members will ride in accordance with the ride out rules.

7.
Gifts, hospitality and personal interest

7.1
Members are prohibited from personally accepting gifts or hospitality from any organisation or individual with which the Lippy Ladies MCC conducts business or arranges events on behalf of its Members, without the consent of the Committee.

 

7.2
For the avoidance of doubt, gifts or hospitality includes:

· 
A reduced fee for attendance at an event or for accommodation;

· 
A free place for attendance at an event or free accommodation;

· 
Any gift of goods or cash;

· 
Any other benefit which could reasonably be viewed as an incentive to conduct business with the Club or its Members

which is given or offered to a Member at any time.

 7.3
Members must report all offers of gifts or hospitality to the Club Secretary.
7.4
Members must inform the Club Secretary of their personal interest in any business or company which conducts business with the Lippy Ladies MCC. 

8. 
Committee
8.1 
The committee shall consist of a chairwoman, vice-chairwoman, secretary and treasurer who must all be members of the Club. 
8.2 
The committee must be elected at the annual general meeting in each year (save for the Chairwoman which role will be automatically filled by the former Vice-Chairwoman unless she is unable or unwilling to fill the post) and the committee members remain in office until their successors are elected at the annual or a special general meeting following their election.

8.3
A member cannot hold more than one position on the Committee but may hold a Committee position and also be a regional rep for the Club.
8.4 
Any committee member may retire on giving at least one calendar month's prior notice in writing to the secretary and all committee members shall in any event retire at the end of each AGM but shall be eligible for re-election at that meeting.
8.5 
In the event that a vacancy falls due prior to the AGM any member may apply for a vacant post by giving at least 14 days' notice in writing to the secretary.
8.6 
Where there is more than one application for a vacant post, new committee members shall be elected on the basis of the highest number of votes cast in their favour at the relevant meeting.
8.7 
The Committee shall manage the affairs of the Club (except as otherwise provided by the Constitution).
9. 
General Meetings
9.1 
The annual general meeting of the Club must be held no later than 31 October in each year and will deal with Chairwoman’s activities report; Treasurers annual report; Secretary’s membership report; Retirement and re-appointment of the Committee; Constitution changes; Membership Fee; and Member Proposals
9.2 
Notice convening the general meeting will be sent to the members at least 10 days before the meeting.
9.3 
Members must send their proposals to be heard at the AGM to the Secretary prior to the Notice convening the AGM. A proposal must be submitted by a minimum of 2 members.
9.4 
A special general meeting may be convened at any time by the committee and must be convened within 21 days from receipt of a requisition in writing signed by not less than 2 members specifying the object of the meeting.
9.5 
A special general meeting may be convened to deal with:
expulsion of members; changes to the Constitution; dissolution of the Club; removal of any members of the committee from office and to fill any vacancy or vacancies caused by the removal; or any special matter which the members requiring the meeting wish to place before the club.
9.6 
Notice convening a special general meeting must be sent to members not less than 10 days before the meeting and must specify the matters to be dealt with.
9.7 
At least 5 members are required to form a quorum.
9.8 
All decisions shall be by simple majority with the chairwoman of the meeting (in addition to her ordinary vote) exercising a casting vote in the event of an equality of votes 
9.9 
All members shall be entitled to vote at general meeting either in person, by proxy or by postal vote.
10. 
Indemnity
The Committee Members shall not be liable for any loss suffered by the Club as a result of the discharge of their respective duties on its behalf (except where such loss results from their wilful neglect or default) and they shall be entitled to an indemnity out of the assets of the Club for all expenses and other liabilities incurred by them in the discharge of their respective duties.
11. 
Property of the Club
11.1 The property of the Club shall be vested in the Committee to be dealt with by them as the Club may from time to time direct in general meeting (of which an entry in the minute book shall be conclusive evidence). 
11.2 
The Committee may open and operate an account with a building society or bank for the administration of moneys belonging to the Club.
11.3 
All intellectual property rights of Lippy Ladies MCC will vest in the Club.
12. 
Constitution changes
The Constitution may only be changed in General Meeting of the Club.
13. 
Dissolution
13.1 
The Club may only be dissolved by at least two-thirds of members present voting for such dissolution at a General Meeting of the Club.
13.2 
The assets of the Club shall be realised and after all debts have been paid any remaining funds shall be paid as a charitable donation to a charity chosen by the members in General Meeting.
